Feeding bans 

New cats will simply move in and breed, 
therefore increasing the population.

Through Trap Neuter Return (TNR), outdoor cats are humanely trapped 
and transported to a clinic for spay/neuter surgery, vaccinations, flea/
tick medicine, and an ear-tip (the universal sign of an outdoor cat) before 
being returned to their outdoor homes. Over time, their numbers are 
reduced because they are no longer reproducing.
